It is allowed, though, for one to go to Confession up to 20 days, before 

or after Divine Mercy Sunday, as long as one has the proper disposition and remains 

free from all attachments to sin. The purpose of Lent is to prepare us for Easter and 

Divine Mercy Sunday, so one shouldn’t wait until the last moment to receive the  

Sacrament of Reconciliation. Going earlier shows pastoral sensitivity to the fact that 

there is a shortage of priests to hear everyone’s confession on the day itself.)
